The Grace Covenant Ministries will be hosting TEGOFEST a gospel concert and variety entertainment in the Stockton Parish gardens from 10am – 4pm on the 6th of September 2008, with presentations and ministrations from various gospel artists such as Lilas La Fleur, Jah Grace Rhythm, Christine Ewruje, MC Danny n co, Vivienne Neville, Minister Victor, King's Choir, Children's Choir, Breakthrough Ministries choir, Emmanuel singers, Rivers of Joy, Stockton Rhythm Train, dance, prayers, food, counseling, talks and other modes of expression of the Christian faith.

The Teesside Gospel Festival (TEGOFEST) is a yearly summer outreach awareness programme organised by Grace Covenant Ministries (GCM).
